About Weldmar
Hospicecare

Weldmar Hospicecare is an independent local charity that cares for
people living with a life limiting illness, such as cancer, heart disease,
or motor neurone disease. We also support the loved ones of our
patients. Our individually tailored care — where we focus on the
person, not just their symptoms and illness — takes place in patients’
own homes, in community hospitals and care homes, and at our
Inpatient Unit in Dorchester.

One
in three people that we care for is directly as a result of gifts left to Weldmar
in wills, and we have our own Make A Will Month every October.

Salary

We aim to attract and retain high quality employees with the right skills and
experience to fulfil their role and we offer all employees a competitive salary.
Pay for retail employees is directly related to the turnover of the shop or
outlet.
